INTRODUCTION

The Macedonian identity has been contested forseveraldecades. Many Greeks and Bulgarian@s

well as the Greek and Bulgarian gogrnments) insist that the ethnic Macedonian identity is a new

identity, and that Macedonians are really anything but MacedoniansThe claim is often made that

ethnic Macedonians are confused Bulgarians, Greeks or Serbians brainwashed under Yugoslavian
communism in the second half of the 20" century. Thus, we Macedoniansare forced to defend our

identity , and our right to our identity, more than any other peoples. We are forced to burrow

through the depth of historical archivesin order to prove a connection to our past ancestors, when

no such burden is placedonother8 ) 060 11 O AT 1T OCE /I ,dGght®énd i OAIl E
determination. These concepts play no role in the minds of those who deny and suppress our

identity.

The League of MacedoniarAmericans (LOMA) has thus compiled a detailed list of95 American
and western newspaper articles from scores ofdifferent newspapers between the years of 1788 and
1943. We startedwith the earliest newspaper recordsmade available to us and we ensural that we
stopped searchingafter the year 1945 which is when the Greeks and Bulgarians say the Macedonian
nation (and subsequently, identity) was invented.

While there are tens of thousands of articles in this time period that mention Macedonians, and

only Macedonians,the articles we selected for this collection areamong some of the besfor clearly

differentiating the Macedonians from other peoples, especiallyeighboring Balkan peoples We did

this to deflect accusations or mishandling context. Our identity deniers (chiefly Greece and

Bulgaria) will point to an article that discusses onlyMacedonians as not being conclusive abouthe

We only included articles that referred to Macedonians as being of a different race, nationality, or

people (or those that referred to a Macedonian language) that wascalled Macedonian, and we

especially included articles that treated Macedonians as equals to Bulgarians, Serbians, Greeks and

Albanians.

With this report, we hope to contribute another resource for the defense of the Macedonian ethnic

identity. American and other Western newspapers confirm that the Macedonians wererideed a

unique and separate people with their own identity well before OEA AOAAOQET T 1 &£ 4EOQI 8
These articles demonstrate that there is a continuity both in how Macedonians identified

themselves as well asin how others defined them. That other articles exist suggesting that
Macedonianswere not separate or uniquedoes not negate this evidenceRather, it just speaks to

the contest that existed between the Balkan peoples over the minsland hearts of the Macedonians,

as well as the general confusin created from their pumping of propaganda into the outside world.

Our Macedonian identity is real. Our Macedonian identity exists. The proof lies in our present as

well asin our past.
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SECTION ONE: SUMMARY & ANALYSISOF ARTICLE DATA

The following table provides a snapshot of the9d5 articles selected for this report.The table
examinesthree separatecategories: year of the articlethe name of the newspaper; and the
context in which Macedonian identity is discussed. This last category, context, includes
four broad classifications of identity: language, nationality, race, and people. Aside from
language, the parameters of these classifications are not fixed and can overlap. For example,
in the context of some articles,race or people could be used interchangeably for the term

Year Article Written

The articlesin our sample were written between 1788 and 1943. As shown irable B, 12 of
these were written between before 1900. Two of those twelve were written in the 18
century, and most the others in the second half of the 19 century. The graph showsthe
1910s with the most number of articles, at 32. The decade before we saw 22 articles. This
may be because Macedonian nationalism and the independence movement were on the
rise here andthere was a strong sense offdentifying as Macedonian developing. However,
in the 1920s, this number drastically was reduced and only articles appear. This may be
because Macedonians were subjugated and undergoing intensive assimilation in
neighboring countries. It also may be because many Macedonians thatame to the United
States in the first two decades had now left, leavingonly small pockets of Macedonian
populations that could be written about. They then pick up again in the 1930s, perhaps due
to Macedonians reasserting their pleas and drive for independence.

The most common years for articles were 1912, with 11 appearances, and 1903, with 7
appearances. 1903 makes sense because this was the year of the infamous Macedonian
uprising (llinden). 1912 was also the year the Balkan Wars began.

Thisdescribesthe context in which the articlesrefer to the uniqueness of the Macedonians.
We developed four broad categories: language, nationality, people, and rac&he last three
have someoverlap, and that is why you will see some articles defined amore than one if
nationality, people or race is notexplicitly statedin the articles. We put nationality if it was
clear they were referring to the nation of Macedonians or their nationality. We put people
when the article referred to the Macedonians as a people. Based on context, some of these
could go either way.

People, however, is thebroadest category and thus saw the most aticles, at 59 as shown in

Table C. The category with the least was racial. This make sense partly because races had

ethnicity was rarely used back then. Still, other words usually worked better for race, such

as people or nationality. Sometimes, they were interchangeable.

An important observation is that these articles were collected froma wide variety of
newspapers This helps demonstrate OEAO EO xAOT 80 E Oddifors Bndi 1 AOA A
authors, or newspapers in a limited number of cities with Macedonian colonies, that

identified Macedonians as a separate and unique identityThere were 79newspapers from

scores of cities and several dozen states in the United States. (Only a handful of articles

appear from other countries, such as Canada, the United Kingdom and Austr&). As you

can see fromTable D, 68 of the 79 total newspapershad only one article, while 8 had two
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articles, 2 had three, and 1 had five. This further emphasizes that the knowledge and
recognition of a Macedonian identity was widespread during this perbd.
